In a Dutch oven, sauté the sausage slices with the onions and carrots over medium heat until the onion is soft, stirring from time to time. Add the remaining ingredients--except for the beans--bring to a boil, then reduce heat and simmer for 2 hours. 

Fifteen minutes before serving remove the hocks and pick off the meat, discarding the fat and bones. Mince the meat and return to the pot with the beans, juice and all. Let simmer for a few minutes, then ladle up into bowls and dig in--'ai a ma'ona.

Benefits





	Expect a 4.1 percent pay raise (Hawaii and Alaska will get 3.1 percent since 1 percent of the raise is for locality pay).  The 108th Congress will need to take up the issue of pretax insurance premiums for retirees.  Blue Cross/Blue Shield (HMSA is an affiliate) negotiated an exemption to the changed accounting requirements and will continue as the largest FEHB provider.  Overall, expect health insurance premiums to rise about 11 percent.  





Shipyard Reports





	All Shipyards report being swamped with work and short on resources this year.  Portsmouth and Norfolk noted that the partnership initiatives with Electric Boat and Northrop-Grumman Newport News (NGNN) respectively appear to reflect resource shortages by both private shipbuilders. 





	Portsmouth is looking at having a 100-person apprentice class next year.  They reported having problems borrowing and hiring contracted engineers with regard to documenting and verifying previous qualifications.  Norfolk and Portsmouth are interested in obtaining information to convert zone managers from GS to WG.  Puget reported huge workload peaks.  Puget reported that there will be significant changes in senior level personnel manning in the next year.  Their Nuclear Engineering and Planning Manager and the Resource Department senior superintendent will retire next year





	The Shipyard caucus agreed to a combined push to encourage the refueling of all remaining SSN 688 submarines, fix wage grade pay disparities, continue attention toward apprentice funding, and include utility privatization as part of the outsourcing issue.  





Tidbits�


Watervliet Army Arsenal reported that attempts to market privatization of their utilities could not yield any interested buyers.  They had some success in limited scope privatization, e.g., the metal plating operation has been privatized with the government workers being paid by an interagency partnership arrangement by the contractor.  This was a win for both the Arsenal and the contractor.

	This year’s Midyear Convention held at Las Vegas, Nevada, provided an excellent opportunity to meet, learn from, and work with fellow federal managers and supervisors from across the country.  The Hawaii delegation spent three full days from 7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. at meetings, training sessions, and discussions.  Each delegate was assigned a section of the convention to report on and you will see the write-ups in upcoming newsletters.  





Legislative Environment 





	The focus of this year’s 107th Congress was on military actions and the establishment of the Homeland Security Department.  The Senate inserted an amendment that would require government protections to allow merit system protections (Title V) and seniority rights for members of the Treasury, Coast Guard, Border Patrol, and other agencies.  The President threatened to veto the bill if Senator Akaka’s amendment remains.  Until the impasse is resolved, action on most other legislation such as Social Security, locality pay, Medicare, etc. will be on the back burner.  Even FY03 appropriations will be delayed, requiring continuing resolutions to keep the government from having a shutdown.  Actions on FECA reform, contracting out, and GS overtime cap restrictions for managers will need to be re-submitted for the 108th Congress.   
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Keyport Weapons Station reports success at establishing an Information Technology (IT) Apprentice Program to train a cadre of workers to be familiar with IT issues in shipboard systems.  Keyport also reported that all shipyards should expect a new Occupational Safety and Health (OSH) program that is intended to promote personal responsibility for safety.
