On Thursday, October 3rd and Friday, October 4th, members of FMA Chapter 19 turned out to help honor the memory of U.S. Representative Patsy T. Mink.  We, along with hundreds of other Mink supporters formed an honor guard as Mrs. Mink’s coffin was moved to the State Capitol rotunda where the memorial service was held.  The mood of the people was a mixture of sadness and gratefulness as we watched and reflected silently on our memories of a great champion, not only of us at PHNSY & IMF, but of the people of Hawaii and the Nation. 





At the memorial service that Friday, I looked around and saw a bevy of distinguished U.S. Congressmen. Norman Mineta, Secretary of Transportation, himself a former Congressman, represented President Bush.  The Governor and many high-ranking State and local officials were present.  Outside the VIP area were hundreds from every walk of life who came to pay their respects.  A class of small children from a daycare center was also in attendance.  I couldn’t help but think that the crowd reflected the broad spectrum of people whose lives were touched and affected by Mrs. Mink’s efforts. 


 


While Patsy Mink’s many accomplishments including Title IX are well documented and evidenced by the wide range of those who mourned her, many at PHNSY & IMF may not be aware of Patsy’s efforts on behalf of us.  Anything that affected us was of keen interest to Mrs. Mink.   When presented with the facts of a situation, Mrs. Mink quickly jumped in on our behalf and immediately shot off letters and phone calls.  Many high-level people quickly learned that Mrs. Mink was relentless when she latched on to an issue. Of special interest to her were education issues including the PHNSY & IMF Apprentice Program.  Mrs. Mink always made sure that the Navy knew that she was watching how the Program was funded and supported. 





Patsy Mink was a champion of doing the right thing.  She strove to do what was right, however controversial, and even won the respect of those she fought against.  While we mourn her passing and shall miss her, we will remember the examples she set and the exceptional role model she was.

Retirement Thoughts at Age 47





	There is something almost taboo about talking about retirement while still young.  When I signed up for a retirement planning seminar a few weeks ago, I received a lot of questioning stares and comments that I was ten years too early to be thinking of retirement.  After I came back from the seminar, my opinion was that I was almost ten years too late to be thinking about retirement. 





	The seminar speaker told us about a client that came to him within two years of a planned retirement.  After figuring his income including CSRS retirement, Thrift Savings Plan, and other investments, the speaker sadly informed his client that he could not afford to retire in two years.  There was not enough saved to last through the anticipated tripling cost of living for the expected length of retirement life.  The speaker also told us of another client in his late forties who wanted to early retire at age 56 under the FERS program.  (I learned that there is a way to early retire under FERS and receive a Social Security-like supplemental benefit).  He told his client that in addition to his current savings, he needed to save at least $210,000 dollars at a rate of $14,500 dollars a year.  His client almost had a fit until he found out he was already saving about $12,000 dollars a year with matching funds in the TSP.  All he needed to do was to find a way to save an additional $2,500 dollars a year to retire early.  The lesson is the earlier a person starts a saving and investment program for retirement, the easier it is to retire.


   


	Each of us has to plan to take care of our futures.  As supervisors, we should also make sure that our up and coming employees are given the tools to make educated decisions early on to have a positive government career experience. The outcome is a better prepared and informed workforce.  If you have young employees, encourage them to attend a retirement planning seminar.
